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RESUMEN

Se realiz6 un estudio descriptivo prospectivo con los pacientes atendidos en el
Servicio de Cabeza y Cuello en el Hospital Provincial Carlos Manuel de
Céspedes de Bayamo, provincia de Granma, en el periodo comprendido entre
2009 y 2010, con el proposito de determinar la calidad de vida de los pacientes
con patologias oncolégicas de cabeza y cuello que recibieron tratamiento
quirdrgico: laringectomias parciales o totales y vaciamientos ganglionares. Se
estudiaron 25 pacientes previo consentimiento informado. La informacion se
recogio a través del cuestionario de calidad de vida VC-CC-INOR, y la historia
clinica individual. Los pacientes con edades entre 35 y 55 afios y los sometidos
a laringectomia total con diseccion radical de cuello fueron los que mostraron
los niveles de calidad de vida mas bajos.
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ABSTRACT

A prospective study with patients treated at the Head and Neck Service at the
Provincial Hospital Carlos Manuel de Céspedes in Bayamo, Granma Province,
in the period between 2009 and 2010 was performed. The aim of this work was
to determine the quality of life of patients with oncological pathologies of head
and neck, who received surgical treatment. partial or total laryngectomy and
lymph node dissection. The sample comprised 25 patients and the informed
consent was considered.. The information was collected through the
questionnaire of quality of life-INOR VC-CC, and individual medical history.
Patients aged between 35 and 55 years and underwent total laryngectomy with
radical neck dissection were those that showed levels of lower quality of life.
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
