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RESUMEN

Se realiz6 un estudio descriptivo a 211 pacientes que presentaron infeccion
puerperal, ingresadas en el Servicio de Puerperio Quirdrgico del Hospital
Vladimir llich Lenin, de Holguin, en 2009, con el objetivo de determinar el
comportamiento de los factores de riesgo de la infeccion puerperal. Se aplico
encuesta a las pacientes, ademas de consultar sus expedientes clinicos para
obtener informacion como: tipo de parto, clasificacion de la cesarea, forma
clinica de la infeccion, factores predisponentes y tipos de gérmenes aislados.
Resultaron mas afectadas aquellas pacientes que presentaron parto por
cesarea limpia-contaminada, en edades comprendidas entre 20 y 34 afios.
La infecciéon de la herida quirdrgica fue la mas frecuente, el germen aislado en

la mayoria de los casos fue el Staphylococcus aureus.
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ABSTRACT

A descriptive study was carried out in 211 patients who with puerperal infection
and were admitted at the Maternity Room of Vladimir llich Hospital between
January and December of 2009, with the aim of knowing the behavior of
puerperal infection risk factors.To obtain the information interviews to patients
were applied as well as the collection of data from the medical records such as
type of delivery, kind of cesarean section, clinic infection form, risk factors and
type of isolated germen. Patients with deliveries by clean-contaminated
cesarean section in the age group between 20 and 34 years that was the most
affected one. The infection of surgical wound was the most frequent one and

Staphylococcus aureus was the most frequent isolated germ.
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
