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RESUMEN

Se realiz6 un estudio descriptivo transversal con el objetivo de caracterizar los
factores de riesgos asociados con citologias anormales en mujeres del
Municipio Acevedo, del Estado Miranda, Venezuela, durante el periodo de
noviembre de 2008 y noviembre de 2009. Se estudiaron 61 pacientes con
citologia anormal. La informacion se obtuvo mediante la revision de las
historias clinicas individuales y las tarjetas de citologias. De las pacientes
estudiadas, el 50,8%, presentaron neoplasia intracervical Il. El 41% de las
mujeres estudiadas se ubicaron en el grupo de edad de 30 a 39 afos. El 45,9%

iniciaron relaciones sexuales entre los 15 y 17 afios. El 50,8% fueron
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multiparas. ElI 49,2% no emplean métodos anticonceptivos. ElI 45,9%
presentaron infecciones de transmision sexual. El sintoma mas frecuente fue la
leucorrea con el 62,3%. La presencia de factores de riesgo asociados a

citologias anormales entre las mujeres estudiadas fue alta.
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ABSTRACT

A descriptive cross-sectional study with the objective of characterizing the risk
factors associated to abnormal cytology in the Acevedo Municipality of the
Miranda State, Venezuela, during the period of November 2008 to November
2009. A total of 61 patients with abnormal cytology were studied. The
information was obtained by means of the revision of the individual clinical
histories and the cards of cytology. Of the patients studied, 50.8% presented
cervical intraepithelial neoplasia Il. The 41% of the affected patients correspond
to the group of 30 - 39 years. They began sexual relationships between the 15
and 17 years for 45.9%. In 50.8% they were multiparae. They don't use birth-
control methods for 49.2%. They presented sexual transmission infections,
45.9%. The most frequent symptom was the vaginal discharge with 62.3%. A
high prevalence of risks factors associated with abnormal cytology was found in

the female population.
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
